A workshop which explores ‘foolish’ behaviour and how it can be used to create great comic characters. The Fool has a long tradition, from jesters at court in the Middle Ages to Shakespearian fools to music hall performers of the nineteenth and early 20th centuries to comic actors of today. The Fool is a unique character in the pantheon of character types, with a license to play that exceeds all other adults (but not children). Through games and exercises, this course will look at what is special about the Fool type such as:
· having permission to make mayhem 
· taking the mickey out of the powerful

· acting like an idiot

· appearing innocent but being sage

· relating to the audience

In the process we’ll have a lot of fun and enjoy the freedom that being a Fool can give.
